The 13th annual Martin Luther King Day On Service
Project in partnership with YWCA Gettysburg & Ad-
ams County brought in $9500 worth of in-kind do-
nations), 150 volunteers and benefited 17 agencies.
The 2nd annual Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
(VITA) completed 300 returns and brought back $500,000 back into the community.
The National Letter Carriers Postal Food Drive raised
6,000 lbs. of food, 100 volunteers and benefited 6 food
programs. The 7th annual Give It Up For Good Sale
brought in 200 volunteers, collected 60,000 lbs of stuff
and raised $20,000. The 3rd annual Bag the Bounty

1,000 Volunteer Directories, the 2nd annual Volunteer Appreciation Tab and the
“Volunteer Today” Times monthly calendar. The Volunteer Center also has four elec-
tronic networks: In-kind Donation, Agency, Volunteer and Employment.
