- More than 70% do not graduate from high school.
- Almost 90% are homeless six months after emancipation.

- 50% of students enrolling in Kindergarten are not ready socially and
emotionally to start the school year
- 16% (on average) of Adams County children are reading below grade level at
the end of 3  graderd

- 19% of Adams County Children under age 18 live below the poverty line
